Build your own catapult
Supplies needed:

1 – ½ gallon orange juice carton

1 – large rubber band

1 – small binder clip

1 – chop stick

1 – plastic spoon

Utility knife or box cutter

Tape
Ruler
Estimated time to make – 10 minutes
1. Rinse OJ container and place on cutting surface.  

2. Using utility knife, slice off top/pouring area.  Then cut the resulting rectangular prism into two equal halves – top to bottom.  

3. Dry out the inside. The 2nd half can be used to make a 2nd catapult.
4. Starting at the closed end measure in 1 inch and cut a triangular notch approximately ½ centimeter deep into each side.
5. Punch small holes for one chop stick into each side of the box approximately 4 inches from the closed end and 1.25 inches from the bottom of the box.

6. Separate chop sticks into 2 separate sticks.  Insert a single stick from the outside through a hole and across to the 2nd hold.  Chop stick should extend equally past both sides.

7. Set spoon face down on table.  Set binder clip on the handle with wings in an “up” position (aka ready to clip) and the widest part of the wing extended past the end of the handle.  Tape bottom wing to spoon handle.

8. Insert rubber band through the clip wing and pull through to knot.

9. Clip binder clip onto center of chop stick.  Extend rubber band through notches and under the box.  

10. Pull spoon towards back of box, put “weapon of choice” on spoon, and let go!
