Eye Chart Station
Set up

Tape eye chart to wall.  

Measure 20 feet and place line on floor with tape.  

· Students stand at line and attempt to read the chart.  
· First attempt covering right eye with index card

· Second attempt covering left eye with index card

· Third attempt with both eyes uncovered
· Determine smallest line student can read accurately.  

· The number next to that line on the chart determines their vision acuity.  (20/20, 20/40, 20/60, etc).  This means what most see at 40 feet, you see at 20 feet. – your vision is not as sharp as it could be.

This is not a diagnostic test, however, students should write down their scores to take home.
Have students answer the questions on the page.
